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Clifton-Gaston Allen Lodge Celebrates A Century

Gaston G. Allen

In 1912 there developed quite
a sentiment among the members
of Lakewood Lodge to encourage
the formation of a new Lodge
when their membership should
reach or pass the three hundred
and fifty mark. In 1913 a number
who were about to place their
demits were reminded of that,
with the suggestion that they
hold their credentials until some
action could be taken. Nothing
was done, however, until Broth-
ers J. E. Townsend, Rudolph C.
Pagel and Frank M. Bailey took it

upon themselves to wait upon
Brother J. M. Sterling, Past Mas-
ter of Bigelow Lodge, with a re-
guest that he lead in the for-
mation of the new body. Under
his direction the first preliminary
meeting was held at the Lake-
wood Lodge rooms April 5, 1914,
with forty-six Master Masons in
attendance. Brother Rudolph C.
Pagel was appointed temporary
chairman and Brother J. E. Town-
send temporary secretary.

At the meeting of April 19,
1914, with Brother Fred E. Har-
mon, District Lecturer, presiding,
this temporary organization
elected Brother J. H. Sterling
chairman and Brother J. E. Town-
send secretary. Brothers J. H.
Sterling, John H. Brown and
Frank M. Bailey were elected to
be recommended to the Grand
Master as the first officers of the
Lodge.

After the permanent organi-
zation was effected, the work of
presenting petitions for dispensa-
tion and securing the consent of
the twenty-one Lodges in this
jurisdiction was begun and fin-
ished without meeting with a

single refusal. With an enroll-
ment of eighty-three and the con-
sent of Lakewood Lodge, appli-
cation was made to the Grand
Master, and a dispensation was
granted June 4, 1914.

Gaston G. Allen was selected
as the name of the new Lodge in
recognition of the man who in
1853 formed the first Masonic
Lodge on the west side of the
Cuyahoga River in what was
then known as Ohio City. He
was an unusually zealous Mason,
serving as Master of Bigelow
Lodge for nine years.

Gaston G. Allen Lodge was
opened in due and ancient form
under dispensation June 5, 1914.
Lakewood Lodge very generous-
ly tendered the use of its Lodge
rooms and equipment free of
charge during the dispensation
period, which gave an ad-
vantage, financially, that was
very much appreciated.

Gaston G. Allen Lodge sent
the Master, Wardens and Secre-
tary to the Grand Lodge Com-
munication in October, 1914,
with a list of 94 members, eleven

Spiritual Temple
The French Masons say: “We erect temples for virtue and dungeons for
vice;” thus referring to the great Masonic doctrine of a spiritual temple.
There is no symbolism of the Order more sublime than that in which the
speculative Mason is supposed to be engaged in the construction of a spir-
itual temple, in allusion to that material one which was erected by his oper-
ative predecessors at Jerusalem. Indeed, the difference, in this point of
view, between Operative and Speculative Masonry, is simply this: that
while the former was engaged in the construction, on Mount Moriah, of a
material temple of stone and cedar, and gold and precious stones, the latter
is occupied, from his first to his last initiation, in the construction, the
adornment and the completion of the spiritual temple of his body. The idea
of making the temple a symbol of the body is not, it is true, exclusively Ma-
sonic. It had occurred to the first teachers of Christianity. Christ himself
alluded to it when He said: “Destroy this temple, and in three days | will
raise it up;” and St. Paul extends the idea, in one of his Epistles, to the Co-
rinthians, in the following language: “Know ye not that ye are the temple
of God, and that the spirit of God dwelleth in you?” And again, in a subse-
guent passage of the same Epistle, he reiterates the idea in a more positive
form: “What, know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost
which is in you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own?”

Shoe

Among the ancient Israelites, the shoe was made use of in several sig-
nificant ways. To put off the shoes, imported reverence, and was done in the
presence of God, or on entering the dwelling of a superior. To unloose one’s
shoe and give it to another was the way of confirming a contract. Thus we
read in the book of Ruth, that Boaz having proposed to the nearest kinsman
of Ruth to exercise his legal right by redeeming the land of Naomi, which
was offered for sale, and marrying her daughter-in-law, the kinsman, being
unable to do so, resigned his right of purchase to Boaz; and the narrative
goes on to say, (Ruth iv. 7, 8) “Now this was the manner in former time in
Israel concerning redeeming and concerning changing, for to confirm all
things; a man plucked off his shoe, and gave it to his neighbor: and this
was a testimony in Israel. Therefore the kinsman said unto Boaz, Buy it for
thee. So he drew off his shoe.” The reference to the shoe in the first degree
is therefore really as a symbol of a covenant to be entered into. In the third
degree the symbolism is altogether different.

But the mode of treating this symbolism by a reference to the particular
Temple of Solomon, and to the operative art engaged in its construction, is
an application of the idea peculiar to Freemasonry. Hitchcock, in his Essay
on Swedenborg, thinks that the same idea was also shared by the Hermetic
philosophers. He says: “With perhaps the majority of readers, the Temple
of Solomon, and also the tabernacle, were mere buildings—very magnifi-
cent, indeed, but still mere buildings—for the worship of God. But some
are struck with many portions of the account of their erection admitting a
moral interpretation; and while the buildings are allowed to stand (or to
have stood, once) visible objects, these interpreters are delighted to meet
with indications that Moses and Solomon, in building the Temples, were
wise in the knowledge of God and of man; from which point it is not diffi-
cult to pass on to the moral meaning altogether, and affirm that the build-
ing, which was erected without ‘the noise of a hammer, or axe, or any tool
of iron,” (1 Kings vi. 7) was altogether a moral building—a building of God,
not made with hands. In short, many see in the story of Solomon’s Temple
a symbolical representation of Man as the temple of God, with its Holy of
Holies deep seated in the centre of the human heart.”

Golden Fleece
In the lecture of the first degree, it is said of the Mason’s apron, that it is
“more ancient than the Golden Fleece or Roman Eagle, more honorable
than the Star and Garter.” The reference is here evidently not to the Argo-
nautic expedition in search of the golden fleece, nor to the deluge, of which
that event is supposed to have been a figure, as Dr. Oliver incorrectly sup-
poses, but to certain decorations or honor with which the apron is com-
pared. The eagle was to the Romans the ensign of imperial power; the Or-
der of the Golden Fleece was of high repute as an Order of Knighthood. It
was established in Flanders, in 1429, by the Duke of Burgundy, who select-
ed the fleece for its badge because wool was the staple production of the
country. It has ever been considered, says Clark, one of the most illustrious
Orders in Europe. The Order of the Garter was, and is still considered, the
highest decoration that can be bestowed upon a subject by a sovereign of
Great Britain. Thus, the apron is proudly compared with the noblest deco-
rations of ancient Rome and of modern Europe. But the Masons may have
been also influenced in their selection, of a reference to the Golden Fleece,
by the fact that in the Middle Ages it was one of the most important sym-
bols of the Hermetic philosophers.

having been raised during dispensation, which constituted the charter membership and whose names are
duly engrossed on the Lodge’s charter which was granted October 22, 1914.

August 7, 1914, was a very special night for Gaston G. Allen Lodge. On this evening the Lodge was
presented with a portrait of Gaston G. Allen by Bigelow Lodge, the presentation being made by Past Mas-
ter Robert Simpson. Brother Henry Pleasance, on behalf of Lakewood Lodge, presented a set of officers'
jewels. On behalf of Mount Olive Chapter, Past Grand Master E. F. Griffiths presented a silver trow-
el. Halcyon Lodge, being represented by Past Master Clem V. Jacobs and others, presented a set of work-
ing tools. Meridian Lodge had already furnished deacons' and stewards' rods, being presented by Brother
F. E. Rudenauer. And not to be outdone by the other Lodges, Lincoln Chapter of the Eastern Star present-
ed a set of officers' aprons, through their Worthy Patron, Brother J. J. Hinslea. The gifts were all very
gratefully received, representing as they did that strong bond of Brotherly Love and Friendship which
should always prevail.

The most important occasion in the Lodge’s early history was the Ceremony of Constitution and Con-
secration conducted by the Most Worshipful Grand Master, George L. Marshall, on November 28, 1914, at
which time quite an elaborate entertainment and banquet were provided.

Gaston G. Allen Lodge prospered both numerically and financially for many decades, the members
taking an active interest and assisting the officers in conducting the affairs of the Lodge. By the 1990s,
however, both membership and involvement had declined; and on October 19, 1996, Gaston G. Allen
Lodge #629 consolidated with Clifton Lodge #664 into Clifton-Gaston Allen Lodge #664.
